The ITC committee is currently engaged in promoting the message of how the SCE-API is being used today to create high-performance verification 

environments, and soliciting both vendor and end-user feedback in order to continue to enhance the current standard in terms of ease of use for both the verification IP creator, and the HDL simulation user.
