Duaine presented his updated goals material based on the feedback received from the March 3rd meeting. It would appear that there is a lot of common ground and agreement within the group at this level, although some words or concepts are causing us to stumble. We also need to be careful in distinguishing a long term roadmap and what may be possible for a 2.0 release from the group.
Action: All members will try and put into writing any proposals or updates that they would like to see in the document and send out via email before the next meeting.

While originally stated the plan was to do a technology base selection by the end of April, that appears to be rather aggressive. The proposed schedule for the next few meetings is as follows:
March 24th - Conclude discussion on high level goals and objectives
